	Role
	Responsibility

	
	CEO
	Highest-level official with overall responsibility to develop, implement, and maintain accountability, active support, oversight, and management commitment for information security objectives.

	
	President
	Responsible for developing, implementing, maintaining, and ensuring compliance with information security policies, procedures, and controls. Has final responsibility for information security program.

	
	Information Owner
	Has statutory, management, or operational authority for Organization Name information. Responsible for developing, implementing, and maintaining policies and procedures governing information generation, collection, processing, dissemination, and disposal.

	
	Authorizing Official
	Responsible for operating information system at an acceptable level of risk to organizational operations and assets.

	
	Authorizing Official Designated Representative
	Acts on behalf of Authorizing Official to coordinate and conduct day-to-day activities associated with security authorization process.

	
	Information Security Manager
	Responsible for conducting information system security engineering activities.
Responsible for providing for appropriate security, to include management, operational, and technical controls.

	
	Information Technology Manager
	Responsible for the procurement, development, integration, modification, operation, maintenance, and disposal of an information system.

	
	Information System Security Officer
	Responsible for ensuring that the appropriate operational security posture is maintained for an information system, responsible for ensuring coordination among groups is managed and maintained for these policies/procedures.

	
	System Administrator
	Responsible for conducting information system security Administration activities.

	
	Managers
	Responsible for understanding, enforcing, and complying with control requirements defined in Policies and Procedures

	
	Users
	Responsible for understanding and complying with Policies and Procedures.
